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PROJECT SUMMARY & SITE PLAN

Linn County has purchased a building for the purpose of creating a crisis receiving center for the community. The location is at 1040-1050 7th Avenue SW,
Albany, OR. The tenant improvement space is approximately 5,822 SF and consists of public, semi-secure, and private spaces for crisis receiving and for
outpatient behavioral health services. Clients will be seen for up to 23-hours, but the crisis receiving area will be open 24/7.

The remaining portion of the building will be utilized for WIC and public health services.
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PROJECT IMPACT AND GOALS

Pinnacle met with Linn County staff to discuss the goals of the project on September 12, 2024. The group worked through a “Circle of Impact” exercise to
identify all stakeholders for the project and who may be potential impacted. The group then identified project goals or “Criteria for Success” to ensure the

future crisis center meets the needs of the community today and into the future.
